Part Two: On EYE and Finances

15 spaces are allotted for each diocese at E.Y.E.  (12 spaces for youth, and 3 spaces for adults).  Some spaces are 
designated for youth council members, and preference will be given to juniors and seniors (who won’t have the 
opportunity to go again, since EYE only happens every three years).  However, when the national EYE registration has 
closed in May, extra spaces often become available.  
The cost of E.Y.E. is $900; this includes airfare, housing, meals, programs, t-shirts and the event registration fee (the 
event actually costs more than this, but the national church subsidizes it to make it less expensive).  The Diocese of 
Bethlehem youth budget has funds enough to offset 1/3 of the cost for the initial 15 team members by $300 each.  So 
the cost for each team member is $600.  
Of course it is both an honor and a privilege for teens and adults to represent their parishes and dioceses at E.Y.E.  
Parishes are strongly encouraged to do everything possible to assist their team members with the cost of this unique, 
transforming experience.  A goal might be for parishes to cover 1/3 of the cost for their team members.  In the past, 
parishes have helped with the cost of mission trips and national events by organizing a fundraising dinner, holding 
bake sales or car washes, and by asking church members to sponsor team members.  Parishes may also wish to donate 
out of budget or discretionary funds.  Team members may want or need to raise money for themselves by babysitting, 
mowing lawns, and/or doing odd jobs (for parents, grandparents and friends) or, for older teens, by securing a summer 
or part-time job.
The pay schedule will be as follows for EYE team members:  $100 is due on or before May 1.  $250 is due on or 
before June 1.  The final payment of $250 is due on or before July 1.  If extra spaces become available in May, those 
chosen to join the team will be responsible to pay the whole $900 (hopefully some help from their parishes) – the 
diocesan youth/national events fund is only set up to assist 15 people.
If applicant(s) are chosen from your parish to attend EYE, you will be notified by April 1.  After that, it will be up to 
applicants and parishes to work out the level of support their parishes might offer.  I am available to share ideas.  My 
prayer for team members is that EYE will be a joyful, positive experience – from the application process to the sharing 
of pictures after the trip in August – and that team members, parishes and I will work as a team toward that common 
goal.
